Buying Groceries for a Troop Camping Trip


Thank you for serving as food quartermaster for our upcoming camping trip.  This is a lot of work and the troop appreciates your effort.  Buying groceries for a trip completes requirements for your First Class Rank.  If you haven't earned this requirement yet then bring your Boy Scout Handbook on the trip so we can sign this requirement.  


The following is a list of items that will help you in purchasing the groceries:

1. We allow $1.75 per person per meal.  You will be buying for ___ people and there are _____ meals.  Therefore, you have $_____ to spend.  You can either get money now from Donna or be reimbursed on the day we leave for the trip.

2. A menu was made by the Scouts going on the trip.  Use this menu to make a food list.  Add two rolls of paper towels and a box of scouring pads to your grocery list.

3. Go to the grocery and purchase the food.  You may have an adult help you, but you need to be the person learning how to do this.  Bring a calculator with you to keep a running total of items as you put them in your cart.  If possible, spend your entire allotment.  Instead of bringing back change, pick up extra food for each meal.  However, do not go over budget!  Shop discount stores, use coupons and buy generic brands.

4. Get a list of names of people going on this trip from the Scoutmaster and make up a duty roster.  The duty roster should include cooks, cleanup and water suppliers.

5. One of the most common mistakes made is leaving part of the trip's food at home in your refrigerator.  To prevent this from happening, check each item off your food list as you load them in your car.

6. You can use your own coolers for the trip or the troop has two available.  Make sure you provide ice for the coolers!

7. When you arrive at our designated departure spot, give the grocery receipts and any left over change to Donna Sword or John.  If necessary, get a check from Donna at this time.
