Implementing a Camping Trip

Thank you very much for volunteering to implement one of our weekend camping trips!  It is individuals such as yourself that makes for a fantastic program at Troop 325.  If you get stuck and need some assistance, feel free to contact John Combs at 854-4003.

The planning of a weekend camping trip begins before the one before it has even taken place.  The following checklist should help you prepared for your weekend trip.

Each Monday night (beginning four weeks in advance)

1. Arrive at the beginning of the troop meeting to collect permission slips. 

2. Return at the end of the meeting to announce the trip and distribute flyers.

1. Donna Sword will collect all the fees for the campout.

Four weeks in advance

2. Create and pass out a promotional flyer that will include location, date, cost, activities and any special equipment required.  Check with John Combs to see if he has a flyer from past years to use as an example.  Also check with John for the trip cost for both Scouts and adults.

3. Make reservations for overnight camping and facilities use.

1. Sixteen days in advance

2. Find drivers for the trip.

3. Call Alice Riancho at 890-8223 or better yet email her at ariancho@shp-dayton.org and provide her with the number of Scouts and adults attending and the names of the drivers.  Also provide her with the route that will be driven and the itinerary of activities.  Route maps can be generated using online products such as Mapquest.  The itinerary of activities can be obtained from John.

Monday night before the trip

1. Ensure all permission slips have been turned in for the trip.

2. Ensure we have a quartermaster(s) to purchase food for the weekend.  If necessary, assist the quartermaster in creating a menu.  Ensure the quartermaster gets money ($7.00 times the number of people for which groceries are being purchased) from Donna Sword.

3. Give John Combs a trip roster (this can be obtained from Donna Sword) and all permission slips.

4. Locate gear needed for camping trip: tents, check van fuel, stove fuel, trailer tires, etc.

1. At the end of the trip

3. Supervise Scouts in cleaning and stowing of all gear.

2. Wait until the last Scout has been picked up before departing.
